The Dryport 2010 conference, to be combined with the Dryport partners’ annual general meeting, will be held at the Balmoral Hotel, Edinburgh. It is being organised and hosted by the Scottish partners in Dryport – SEStran (South East Scotland Transport Partnership) and the Transport Research Institute (TRI) of Edinburgh Napier University. The event will also feature a conference gala dinner. 
“This ground-breaking conference offers members of the freight industry and others an opportunity to hear first-hand from professionals and academics at the cutting edge of Dryport development,” says Councillor Russell Imrie, Chairman of SEStran. “Dryports represent an innovative approach towards integrating modes of freight transport to maximise efficiency, while minimising environmental impact.  They have the potential to boost the economy, while taking significant amounts of freight traffic off Europe’s roads”.
